STUDENT MATERIALS/SUPPLIES/TOOLS 
 
- One # of merino fleece (NOT SUPERWASH) appropriate for felting, in a variety of colors you want 
to work with 
- A variety of thin silk fabrics: 5mm china silk, organza, chiffon, gauze, etc. in colors you want to work 
with.  We'll be tearing or cutting this into smaller pieces, to make a collage, so recycled fabrics are 
great. 
- Optional: embellishment materials: yarns, pre-felt shapes, etc. 
- Soap: olive oil or Ivory dish liquid 
- 4-8 ties: 8-10" pieces of cut-up pantyhose 
- Two large towels 
- Bucket and favorite water spreading tool: cup, sprayer, or ball brauser 
- Sponge, for clean-up and water control 
- Scissors, for fabric 
- Tape measure 
- Note-taking supplies
